1. Introductions & Framing of the Day 
 
The review committee agreed that the purpose of this meeting was to close out the consideration 
of the syntheses and begin to discuss the development of the final report to the legislature. 
 
2. Review of July EESE Board Meeting 

The review committee discussed the outcome of the EESE Board meeting on July 13th.  At that 
meeting, the EESE Board had reviewed all of the chapter syntheses and discussed some key 
themes for incorporation into the final report. 

 

3. Review of Chapter 14 

The review committee discussed how VEIC’s seven-step strategy suggested that implementation 
of the recommendations relied upon the successful execution of the previous steps.  In contrast, 
the committee felt that, while there were key policies that if implemented, would enhance the 
impact of the any other recommendation, those key policies were necessarily prerequisites for 
other recommendations.   

 

While elements of the Chapter would inform the final report to the legislature, the view of the 
committee was that the strategy was too linear in nature to inform future efforts in New 
Hampshire.   Several items were identified to carry into specific chapter syntheses (e.g., Create a 
Home for Energy Efficiency and Sustainable Energy Implementation Support and Oversight in State 
Government), the EERS, RPS and overarching energy policy were identified for possible inclusion 
in the final report draft to be shared with the EESE Board.
