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Pursuant to Rule Puc 203.07 (f), Public Service Company of New Hampshire (“PSNH”)

hereby objects to the March 27, 2009, “Motion for Rehearing of Order No. 24,945”

(“OCA Motion”) filed by The Office of Consumer Advocate (“OCA”). The OCA fails to

fully set forth any ground for finding that Commission Order No. 24,945 (“Order”) is

unlawful or unreasonable. RSA 541:4; Rule Puc 203.33.

In support of this Objection PSNH says the following:

1. Order No. 24,945 issued February 27, 2009, accepted PSNH’s 2007 revised

Least Cost Integrated Resource Plan. It also approves the Partial Settlement Agreement

filed in this proceeding. The OCA did not oppose the Partial Settlement Agreement’

which calls for the next Least Cost plan to he filed one calendar year following final

approval of the plan.

2. On March 2, 2009 Freedom Energy Logistics, LLC, and Halifax-American

Energy Company, LLC filed a substantially similar Motion for Reconsideration and

Rehearing (“Freedom!Halifax Motion”). On March 10, 2009 PSNH filed an Objection to

Freedom/Halifax’s Motion. Rather than repeat the contents of that Objection, PSNH

hereby adopts and incorporates by reference herein the grounds in its March 10, 2009

Objection.

3. This proceeding is about the adequacy of PSNH’s planning process captured as

of its September 2007 filing date and whether PSNH developed its supply side and

demand side resource plans in a way that conforms to the requirements of the Least Cost

Planning statutes. The parties to the Partial Settlement Agreement agreed that the plan

contained what is required under RSA 378:38 and was adequate for the purposes of

RSA 3 78:40. Exhibit 6, ¶ III, A, 2. In Order No. 24,945. The Commission agreed.2

PSNH cannot continually be asked to shoot at a moving target.

4. On March 11, 2009, a Secretarial Letter announced the Commission’s decision

to suspend Order No. 24,945 pursuant to RSA 541:5. There is yet to be a final order in

this proceeding until the Freedom/Halifax Motion and the OCA Motion are resolved.

(“An unsuspended commission order becomes effective upon completion (or denial) of

rehearing....” Appeal ofSeacoast Anti-Pollution League, 125 N.H. 708, 721 (1985).)

The Partial Settlement provided that the next least cost plan would be filed one calendar

year following final approval of the plan. Exhibit 6, ¶ III, A, 5. PSNH will comply with

Order No. 24,945; however, PSNH respectfully requests pursuant to the approved Partial

Settlement Agreement that it be provided with a full calendar year from the order or

orders resolving the Freedom/Halifax Motion and the OCA Motion in order to prepare its

next least cost plan.

2 “Based on our review of its filing, and in light of the Partial Settlement Agreement, we find

PSNH’s 2007 LCIRP to be adequate for purposes of RSA 38:39 and :40, and generally
compliant with Order No. 24,695.” Order No. 24,945, slip op. at 12.
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WHEREFORE, PSNH respectfully requests that the Commission deny the OCA’s

Motion for Rehearing of Order No. 24,945 and grant such further relief as may be just

and equitable.
