payment requiremenls of the Perfonllance Assurance Plan (PAP), or modificalion thereto, which

No. DT 07-0 II (February 25. 2008), approving Verizon ew England's lransfer of assets to

FairPoint. Specifically, FairPoint requested relief from the payment ofPA? bill credils 10

competitive loc<ll exchange carrier (CLEe) customers for the mOllths of March through June

2009. On July 30. 2009. Ihe Commission issued an Order of otice in Ihis docket scheduling a

prehearing conference on August 13.2009.

On August 7, 2009. FairPoint filed a supplement to the pelition for its waiver request.

Rather tban the relief requested in the June 10 pelition, FairPoint, in its supplcmental filing,

requestcd a modification to the PAP to reduce Ihe IotaI dollars at risk by approximately 65

percent. to 529.96 million across the orthem New England states. effective as of January I,

2009.

The August 13,2009 prehearing conference was held as scheduled with General Counsel

F. Anne Ross presiding. Following a technical session among the Parties and Staff, on August

14. 2009. Staff filed a report in which it recommended Ihe Commission issue a supplemental

order of nOlice on FairPoint's updated petition. decide the mailer on the papers unless a request

for a hearing is filed and approve the agreed upon a proposed procedural schedule, as follows:
