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On September 4, 2009, Concord Steam Corporation (Concord Steam or Company) filed
with the Commission a petition for an increase in its distribution revenues of $341,940, or
6.53%, annually. This increase would be spread proportionally among the three tiers of the
Company’s declining block rate structure. In addition, the petition seeks temporary rates equal
to the distribution rate increase for service rendered on and after November 1, 2009, or the date
on which customers are notified, whenever is sooner. Also, the petition seeks waivers of certain
filing requirements of New Hampshire Code of Administrative Rules Puc 1604.01(a).

Concord Steam states that during the test year ending December 31, 2008, it earned a
return of negative 5%, despite an authorized rate of return of 8.04%. See Concord Steam Corp.,
Order No. 24,866 (June 27, 2008). According to the Company, the low return is due to its loss of
sales, coupled with inflation and increases in interest expenses and insurance costs. While the
meter and energy charges would remain unchanged, the Company’s block rates would, if its

proposal is adopted, change as follows:
