The purpose of this filing is to modify the Company’s intrastate switched access End
Office rates. The modifications are in response to the Federal Communications

Additional Switched Access rates are changing to continue to be in parity with the
Company'’s interstate rates per FCC Rule 51.909(a)(4) and (a)(6).
