On May 28, 1999, Concord Electric Conpany and Exeter &
Hanpton El ectric Conpany (collectively UNITIL) filed with the New
Hanpshire Public Uilities Comm ssion (Conmm ssion) a petition to
revise their Conservation Charges for the period July 1, 1999
t hrough June 30, 2000 and to expand their Denand Si de Managenent
(DSM program offerings. By Order No. 22,948 (June 1, 1998), the
Comm ssion allowed UNITIL to phase-out all their DSM prograns
except for the Residential Social Services Program a program
ainmed to provide energy efficiency neasures to | ow i ncone
cust oners.

UNI TIL proposes to continue the Residential Social
Services Programand to introduce the follow ng prograns to their
custoners: Tunbl eWash, Business & Industry Association of New
Hanpshire's Wast eCap Resource Conservation Network program and
Nort heast Energy Efficiency Partnerships, Inc.'s Comercial and
I ndustrial (C& ) Initiatives. Cost-effectiveness analyses were
not provided with the filing.

The proposed Conservation Charges include a reconciliation of
prior period over/underrecoveries, projected expenditures for the
Resi denti al Soci al Services Program and the other new prograns,
proj ected expendi tures for ongoing regulatory reporting, and
recovery of |ost base revenues.

On June 18, 1999, Conmmi ssion Staff (Staff) recomended
that the filing be tenporarily suspended pending the Comm ssion's
heari ngs and subsequent order on ratepayer-funded, energy
efficiency programs which wll occur after the Energy Efficiency
Wor ki ng G oup has submtted its final report due on June 30,

1999. Therefore, Staff recomended that the proposed tariff
pages be suspended. Staff recommended that UNITIL continue to
of fer the Residential Social Services Programand to coll ect
their currently effective Conservation Charges which were
designed to collect 1998/ 1999 DSMrel ated costs. Should the
current Conservation Charges be insufficient to fund ongoi ng

costs, Staff further recommended that UNITIL file revised
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Conservation Charges with the Comm ssion.

We have reviewed Staff's request and will suspend the
proposed Conservation Charges. W agree with Staff that the
future direction of ratepayer-funded, energy efficiency prograns
wi |l be addressed in the near future and that tenporarily
suspending the filing is reasonable. Therefore, we will hold
UNITIL's filing in abeyance. W direct UNITIL to continue to
offer their Residential Social Services Programand, if
necessary, to file revised Conservation Charges to adequately

fund the ongoing costs associated with their current DSM

progr amns.
Based upon the foregoing, it is hereby
ORDERED, that the following tariff pages are suspended:
