Response: 
a) If the non-core system is included in the PWW purchase, it is 

anticipated that approximately 45 full-time or full-time equivalent 
employees will be operating the water system under the base level 
of operation and base fees, including unplanned maintenance and 
capital project management, in the pro forma operating system for 
Nashua. 

b) If the non-core PWW systems are excluded, it is anticipated that 
the reduction of personnel will be two.
