On April 1, 2010, Union Telephone Company (Union) submitted a tariff filing adding
three service bundles to Union’s NHPUC No. 7 Tariff for Basic Exchange Service. The
tariff goes into effect, by law, if not acted on by May 3, 2010.

The three service bundles, branded the “Simplicity Plus,” “Student Simplicity 3.0,” and
Complete Simplicity 7.0” packages by Union, offer residential customers nine different
mixes of basic local service, service features, long distance minutes, and (for two of the
packages) DSL Internet service. The packages are priced at
