On June 28, 2011, Northern New England Telephone Operations, LLC d/b/a FairPoint
Communications-NNE (FairPoint) filed an Interconnection Agreement with Charter Fiberlink
NH-CCO, LLC (Charter Fiberlink), pursuant to 47 U.S.C. §252(e). Charter Fiberlink elected to
adopt the Interconnection Agreement between Verizon New England, Inc. d/b/a Verizon New
Hampshire and C& W Communications, LLC, pursuant to 47 U.S.C. §252(i).
