On November 29, 2011, Public Service

Company of New Hampsblre’(PSNEI) filed
a petition to revise Its renewable energy
service (RES) rate established In Order
No. 25,204 (March 15,2011) along with a
proposed tariff for service rendered on or
after January 1, 2012. In support of Its
request, PSNH filed supporting testimony
with related exhibits and attachments,
and a proposed tariff.

By Order No. 25,080 (March 5,2010) In
Docket No. DE 09-186, the Commission
approved a settlement agreement estab
lishing PSNHls RES rate program pursu
ant to RSA 374-F:3, V(l). The settlement
agreement provides that PSNH will make
any changes to the lIES rate on Janu
ary lorJulylofanyyear. Inthisifi
Ing, PSNH seeks to revise Its RES rate for
effect January 1, 2012. For customers
electing the 100% option, PSNH proposes
to Increase the RES rate by 1.607 cents
per kIlowatt hour (kWh) from 1.972 cents
per kWh to 3.579 cents perkWh; for cus
tomers electing the 50% option, the rate
would Increase by 0.804 cents per kWh
from 0.986 per kWh to 1.790 cents per
kwh; and for customers electing the 25%
option, the rate would increase by 0.402
cents per kWh from 0.493 cents per kWh
to 0.895 cents per kWh. PSNH states
that these Increases are due to higher
expected costs of acquiring Renewable
Energy Certificates (RECs) for 2012.

For calendar year 2011, PSNH esti
mates that its total obligation for custom
ers enrolled In the RES rate will be 676
megawatt hours. Assuming that PSNH
acquires REC5 for the RES option as It
has for the prior periods (consisting of
98% Class IREC5 and 2% Class II REC5),
PSNH estimates It will need to purchase
663 Class I RECs and 13 Class ll RECs
for 2011. As of the date of filing, PSNH
said It has purchased 397 Class I RECs
for 2011 for the lIES rate option pro
gram.

PSNH also states thatit has not collect
ed sufficient revenue in the RES rate to
meet Its total 201 lobligation, resulting In
an estimated under-recovery of $2594.
PSNHproposesto ofllietthls under-recov
ely by using an over-recovery of $3,763
from calendar year 2010. As a result of
the oflket, PSNH will have a remaining
over-recovery of $1,169. PSNH proposes
to maintain the balance of $1,169 in es
crow and address the balance in either
the July or December RES Illing In 2012.

The filing raises, inter ails, issues re
lated to whether It Is just and reasonable
to allow PSNH to increase the RES rate
for the purchase of estimated obligations
of Class land Class II RECs; whether it
is just and reasonable to allow PSNH to
use the over-collection from 2010 cal
endar year to offset the under-collection
In 2011 with the net remaining over-col
lection to remain in escrow whether the
proposal is consistent with RSA 374-F:3,
VW and prior Commission orders; and
whether the resulting rates are just and
reasonable pursuant to RSA 378:5 and
8. The petition and subsequent docket
filings, other than Information for which

any party seeking to intervene in the pro
ceeding shall submit to the Commission
seven copies of a Petition to Intervene
with copies sent to PSNH and the Office
of the Consumer Advocate on or before
December 23,2011, such Petition stating
the facts demonstrating how its rights,
duties, privileges, Immunities or other
substantial interest may be affected by
the proceeding, as required by N.H. Code
Admin. Rule Puc 203.17 and NSA 541-
A32, 1(b); and Itis
