(3) To report the production or displacement of electricity service to the customer and the
Commission annually, no later than January 31 for the preceding calendar year; and

(4) To perform the inspection of customer-sited projects pursuant to Puc 2507.04(h).

An independent monitor shall not receive compensation for monitoring services that is a function of the

number of certificates issued to any source using the monitor.
A monitor shall provide the Commission with notice prior to discontinuing services as a monitor.
