New Hampshire Optical Systems, Inc. (NHOS) has been contracted to design, construct, and manage 
the Network New Hampshire Now (NNHN) Middle Mile Fiber network. The project will extend the 
availability of internet access and broadband communications to areas of New Hampshire that 
heretofore had limited or no service. The entire project (700+ fiber miles) has been divided into 
segments.
