On September 24, you submitted applications on behalf of the above-named
applicants requesting the Commission grant approval of photovoltaic facilities located at
cach of their residences to produce Class II, Renewable Energy Certiticates (RECs)
pursuant to RSA 362-F, New Hampshire’s Electric Renewable Portfolio Standard law.
