Dear Ms. Howland,

Enclosed is the April 2014 over/under report. The April 2014 report is hereby filed to
reflect the actual fuel costs from November 2013 through March 2014 with revisions to
November 2013 — February 2014 wood fuel costs as previously submitted. This revision is
necessary due to an oversight in our internal fuel cost reports that led to us underestimating the
wood costs from the supply yard. The projected costs from April 2014 through October 2014
remain unchanged.

The April reconciliation report as submitted states a COE end of year over-collection of
approximately $51,741. However because this over-collection is less than 2° o of the overall
expected fuel costs for the year and all of the costs for February and March 2014 have not been
fully reconciled, we are not adjusting the COE rate at this time.

The April 2014 tariff is $21 .83/mib the proposed May 2014 rate is to stay unchanged at
$21.83.
