Regarding item #1, the SOS certificate is a document that you may need to
specifically request from the SOS, as it is not automatically provided to you when your
registration with that office s 1ipproved.

In order to complete your application you should respond accordingly to the item
listed above.

Pursuant to Puc 3003.05(f), please provide all information requested within 60
days of the date of this later, on or before July 13, 2014.

Puc 3003.05(f) If the commission has requested information or clarification to
complete an application for renewal for notification, and such information or
clarification is not provided within 60 days of the request, the commission shall
suspend the application. If, after 120 days of the date of the request, the applicant
has not provided the requested information or clarification, the commission shall
reject the application. If an application is rejected, the application fee shall be
Jforfeited and the applicant shall be required to submit a new application and fee
prior to acting as an aggregator in New Hampshire.
