Puc 2003.05(1) If the commission has requested information or clar(1lcation to complete an application
for renewalfor notification, and such information or clar(1ication is not provided within 60 days of the
request, the commission shall suspend the application. If after 120 days of the date of the request, the
applicant has not provided the requested information or clarUlcation, the commission shall reject the
application. Ifan application is rejected, the application fee shall be forfeited and the applicant shall be
required to submit a new application andfee prior to acting as an aggregator in New Hampshire.
