On October 1 0, 201 8, Liberty Utilities (EnergyNorth Natural Gas) Corp. d/b/a Liberty
Utilities (Liberty) filed responses to record requests marked as Exhibits 84, 85 and 87 at the
July 1 7, 201 8 hearing held in this matter. The Commission will continue this hearing on Friday,
October 19, 2018, beginning at 1:30 p.m. to consider these materials and Liberty’s request for
rehearing of Order No 26, 122. At the hearing, the Commission will also examine the
Company’ 5 August 9, 20 1 8 proposal in this docket for addressing the federal and state tax rate
reductions that took effect January 1 , 201 8.
