Dear Ms. Rowland:

On July 21 , 2017, both Pennichuck East Utility, Inc. (PEU) and Pennichuck Water
Works, Inc. (PWW) (together the Pennichuck Utilities) filed petitions seeking authority to
modify how the Pennichuck Utilities collect the Merrimack Source Development Charge
(MSDC) paid to Manchester Water Works (MWW). After review, Staff recommends approval.

The MSDC charged by MWW was first approved by this Commission in 1987 in Docket
No. DR 86-80. Initially the MSDC was a one-time charge assessed to new customers in new
franchise areas outside Manchester acquired as of May 1 , 1987. Order No. 1 8,628, 72 NH PUC
138 (1987). The funds were to be used for the cost of developing the Merrimack River as a
supplemental source of water supply. In 1991 , the Commission approved expanding the MSDC
to all new customers regardless of location. See Manchester Water Works, Docket No. DR 91-
1 13, Order No. 20,332, 76 NH PUC 778 (1991). In Docket No. DW 02-161, the Commission
conditionally exempted MWW from rate regulation. Manchester Water Works, (Order No.
24,138 (March 14, 2003). Pursuant to the settlement agreement in that docket, MWW
renegotiated its wholesale water agreements with the Pennichuck utilities; those agreements
govern how the MSDC is calculated and remitted. The MSDC applies to all franchises where
the Pennichuck Utilities purchase water from MWW.

At present, the Pennichuck Utilities pay any MSDC due each year out of company cash
flow, and establish those amounts as a deferred debit on the balance sheet. An amortization
expense is then calculated and recognized on the income statement, based on a twenty year
amortization schedule. This amortization expense has been included in each company’s cost of
service for ratemaking. This means that all of each company’ s customers share in the MSDC.
The Pennichuck Utilities now propose, effective January 1 , 201 8 to collect the applicable MSDC
directly from each new customer who connects to a water system that purchases its supply from
MWW. The company would collect the MSDC before the customer service is installed, similar

to how the company collects other fees from new customers. This change would create a direct 
pass-through ofMWW's MSDC to these customers and eliminate the expense that is ultimately 
shared by all customers, even those who are not taking service from company water systems 
using MWW supply. 

Staff has reviewed this request and issued discovery requests; the responses are attached 
to this letter. Staff supports this change. A direct charge to new customers is consistent with 
how the MSDC is collected within the City of Manchester. Further, it eliminates an expense that 
is currently shared by all customers regardless of location.

A. Hydrants may not be used for any purpose other than the extinguishment of fires and for such

other purposes as may be mutually agreed to by the Company and the municipality.

A. An application for private fire service must be accompanied by a plan of the proposed piping

system, together with a statement telling for what other purpose the system might be used.

c. Effective January 1, 2018, new customers in water systems served with water purchased
from Manchester Water Works will be charged the Merrimack Source Development 
Charge as noted In Paragraph Fon Page 46. 

B. Collection Charge

1. Whenever the Company sends an employee to the customer's premises for the purposes of
disconnecting service for non-payment and the customer tenders payment in full of the bill to
prevent disconnection, a service charge shall be imposed as stated under Paragraph "A"
above, Service Connection and Disconnection Charge.

a. The Company may require that full payment plus the charge be paid in cash.

C. Penalty for Bad Checks

1. Whenever a check or draft presented for payment is not accepted by the institution on which
it is written, or is returned for insufficient funds, the Company will impose a charge as set
forth in Paragraph D on Page 46.

D. Initiation of Service

1. When a customer seeks to establish a new water account or transfer an existing water
account with the Company, there shall be a charge to cover the Company's costs associated
with opening and transferring water accounts as set forth in Paragraph A on Page 46.

31. RIGHT OF ACCESS

A. Any authorized company representative shall have the right and be permitted access to
customer's premises at any time to inspect the plumbing, fixtures, or appliances supplied with
water: set, read, remove, replace or repair meters; enforce these Terms and Conditions.

32. AIR CONDITIONING

A. All air conditioning equipment using water to cool the compressor or refrigerant installed or
replaced after May 15, 1966, where the total installed capacity, in one or more units, is in excess
of 3 tons, shall include a water conserving device, thereby limiting the use of water to that lost by
evaporation.

B. The water conserving device may be a cooling tower, spray pond, evaporating condenser, or 
other equipment by which water is cooled and recirculated.

C. If a customer collects the water discharged from the air conditioning equipment and uses the
entire amount so discharged in other normal manufacturing uses, the above regulation A will not
apply.
