The
average across the US is $0.12.

If the commission should approve this request by Eversource, | am writing to express my hope that you
will also require Eversource to increase the rate of reimbursement for those of us who have solar
panels; at the present time, the reimbursement is 30% less that what they charge. If the Commission
were to approve a rate increase, this would widen the gap even further.
