By letter dated May 28, 2021, Staff of the Public Utilities Commission (Staff), the Office of 
the Consumer Advocate (OCA), and Liberty informed the Commission that they had reached 
an agreement in principle which, if approved by the Commission, would resolve all issues in 
this proceeding (except for Liberty’s request to recover costs related to the Granite Bridge 
Liquefied Natural Gas tank and gas pipeline, which was presented to the Commission at 
hearings held June 7 and 8).  
 
Staff, OCA, and Liberty continue to work on finalizing the settlement agreement and 
appendices, and plan to file those materials no later than June 22.  Accordingly, Staff, OCA, 
and Liberty request that the Commission cancel the hearing scheduled for June 21 and 
reschedule once the settlement is filed.
